1. What role do U.N. Security Council Resolutions 678, 687 and 1441 play in Yoo’s argument that the U.S.-led invasion of Iraq in 2003 was authorized under international law?
2. How does Yoo respond to those who claim that a 1990 resolution authorizing use of force to liberate Kuwait cannot be used to justify a 2003 invasion aiming at regime change in Iraq?
3. How does Yoo use the law of ceasefires and armistice treaties to defend the legality of even a unilateral U.S. invasion of Iraq?
4. Doe Yoo think that the U.S.-led invasion of Iraq can be justified under the Caroline doctrine of self-defense?  Do you find his arguments relating to self-defense convincing?
