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· All current Law Students should have purchased iClickers
· Law IT has a pool of both base stations and ~25 clickers available on a first come-first serve basis 
· Offered in every large classroom. 
· Each Faculty member will be assigned an iClicker

Each time you want to use iClicker, click on the iClicker icon on the desktop, then select the iClicker application.  You will be given a dialog box to choose a course, create a new one or edit an existing course.
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You will want to name your course.  Think of the section number as just the section and not a number.  This is iClicker’s way of breaking down the courses to avoid confusion on shared machines.
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One of the most important items that needs be done before each semester is to link the course with the Remote ID # found on each remote.  This will allow you to control the iClicker software as well as PowerPoint with your remote.
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Once you start iClicker, the program will run in the background, but has a small dialog box to show you what options you have with the program.  The majority of the time, iClicker is used for informal polling during the course.  Questions can be prepared ahead of time in Powerpoint, on the fly, written on the white board, etc.  Click on the green arrow icon with the A-E option.  This will start the poll.
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Within the settings, the instructor can set timing options:  up, down, length, etc.  

To stop the poll, click on the red stop icon.  An indicator on the right-hand side of the active dialog box will keep a running count of the number of participants.  This box also shows the time left during the poll.  Clicking on the histogram box will provide a graph or histogram of the current poll.
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If you have already set up your Course and linked your clicker to the course and software, please follow these steps to 
1. Start up computer and/or projection system
2. Click on the iClicker folder on the desktop
3. Run the iClicker application
4. Select your course
5. Click on the “Start Session” section of the iClicker Screen
6. You can now start Powerpoint/Keynote (iClicker will continue to run in the background)
7. Open your presentation from computer, email, flash drive
8. Start the presentation by 
a. clicking on the Slide Show icon in the lower right corner of Powerpoint or
b. click on the Slide Show tab at the top of the screen and then select From Beginning on the far left, near top
9. Close out the presentation when done by clicking on escape to get back to the Powerpoint edit mode and then click on the X in the upper right to close out Powerpoint
10. When done, remember to eject your flash drive 
1. If you are on a mac, drag the flash drive to the trash to eject it
2. If you are using a windows based machine, look for the USB icon in the lower right hand corner of the task-bar, right click on that and eject the flash drive
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
